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About Your Program

This Bachelor of Education (Primary) (BPED) guide contains all the information that you need to know
about your program. The BPED is a 32 credit point (32 course) program with at least eighty (80) days of
supervised professional experience and the Literacy and Numeracy Test for Initial Teacher Education
(LANTITE). Successful completion of all the requirements for your program, including passing both the
LANTITE literacy and numeracy tests, are required prior to graduation from the program and eligibility to
apply for registration as a teacher with the Queensland College of Teachers (QCT). Itis your
responsibility to register and complete your LANTITE tests prior to graduation.
